6.1. Director of Student Services
1)
SPECIAL EDUCATION

•
Validations: approximately 370 files have been prepared by the Student Services Department with respect to handicapped and code 14 students who have received either such a code for the first time or have had the code changed from another handicapped code.  We currently have approximately 1500 students classified as either handicapped or code 14, 735 of whom are coded on the autism spectrum (code 50).  Student Services staff will be very vigilant with respect to all students coded within the last three years as anyone of these students may comprise the 10% sample of the 370 students indicated above.

•
ADOS (Autism Diagnostic Observation Scale)

A two-day refresher workshop will be conducted probably in the spring with respect to updating professionals’ diagnostic and observation skills regarding students with autism.  The workshop will include psychologists, speech-language pathologists, and occupational therapists.

Dr. Gifuni, our consultant psychiatrist, has been quite busy with respect to visiting schools for consultation and observation purposes.  Professional development topics include school refusal, autism and mental health, and eating disorders.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Professional development sessions have been planned for resource teachers and child care workers, and principals, teachers, and CCW’s for Crisis Prevention Intervention (CPI) training.  As well, there will be a half-day workshop on February 1, 2019 for all professionals with a focus on the topic of burnout/self-care.  In addition a round table involving SLP’s throughout the English Quebec will be taking place on November 23, 2018 with a focus on developmental language disorder and other topics of interest to the SLP group.
